Topics:

Math 623 covers a range of topics from Geometry, Trigonometry, Advanced Algebra and Statistics. This class is designed for those students who have demonstrated a strong ability in mathematics and are motivated.
Grading:

Grades will be calculated on a point-system basis. Your grade will be total number of points earned divided by total number of possible points.

Homework:

Expect homework on a daily basis! I will collect and check homework every day! Credit will only be given to papers that show detailed work and/or a strong attempt at completing all problems. A simple listing of solutions does not constitute homework and will therefore receive a ZERO!
Assessments:
There will be approximately 3 tests per term. If you need to use the restroom, do so BEFORE taking a quiz or a test. I highly discourage leaving the room once you are given an assessment. You will no be permitted to leave the room during a test with any form of electronic device for ANY reason. If you miss only the review day before a test, then you are still responsible to take the test and must make up the test when you return to school. If you miss multiple days, then you have that many days to make up the test. If you fail to make up the test, then I reserve the right to give you a ZERO. In addition, unexcused absences will result in a ZERO on missed homework or tests. Do not make a habit of being absent on test days!

Extra Help: 
Extra help is available during most Monday and Wednesday J-Blocks.
Attendance:
Attendance and punctuality are required in this course. I will strictly adhere to the NSHS attendance policy concerning unexcused absences/tardies and grade of “N”. All excused absences and tardies must come through the house office (in the form of the official attendance lists or through blue notes/late slips).

3. Be prepared for class every day
· Come to class prepared with all materials necessary
· Organized 3-ring binder with sections for Notes/Handouts/Homework/Tests

· Pencils/Pens/Colored Pencils/Erasers

· Graphing Calculator, TI-84 Plus or equivalent

· Pre-read upcoming lesson – a great, effective way to reinforce your knowledge!

· Never ask me for class notes – get them from a classmate
4. Following directions when given
· When directions are given, do your best to follow them the first time.

· If you are confused or have questions, ask!

5. Pay attention, participate, and ask questions
· Engage in what is going on in the classroom

· If you have a question, ask it in class! Otherwise, I can’t tell you didn’t understand.
· There are no stupid questions.
· Chances are, if you are wondering about something, someone else in class is also.

· Be proactive about your learning and don’t be afraid to ask for help!
6. Preserve a positive learning environment
· Student actions that interfere with teaching or learning will NOT be tolerated.
· Please do not spend your time grooming, sleeping, talking, passing notes, playing cards, listening to music, texting friends, or doing work from other classes
· Minimize classroom interruptions by arriving to class promptly and not packing up early to leave for your next class.

7. Take responsibility for your actions
· If you are confronted about a rule infraction, own up to it!
· Don’t deny it, lie about it, or blame someone else.

· Take responsibility for missed assignments.

· All NSHS handbook rules will be enforced. Please read your handbook.

CLASS RULES



1. Put away cell phones and all other electronic devices
· Electronic devices including CD players, Ipods, cell phones, handheld games, personal DVD players, pagers are NOT permitted in my classroom.
· Cell phones MUST be turned OFF and invisible during the class period.
· If I see or hear your phone, it will be taken away and given to your Dean, according to the cell phone policy outlined in your NSHS handbook.

· Refusal to turn over your cell phone will be treated as insubordination and reported to your Dean.
2. No food or drink except water
· You may drink bottled water in my classroom.

· If a spill occurs, please clean it up immediately and inform me.

· No other food or beverages are permitted without a doctor’s note from your parents.

3. Arrive to class on time and ready to learn
· When the bell rings, you need to be sitting in your assigned seat

· You should immediately begin the warm-up activity

· Be “physically” and “mentally” present and ready to learn in the classroom!

4. Never line up at the door before dismissal
· Please do not pack-up your belongings early.

· Remain in your seat until I have dismissed you.

· Never line up at the door before dismissal.

· Remember, I dismiss you, not the bell.

5. Do not cheat, plagiarize, or copy work
· Cheating in any form is completely unacceptable.
· If I SEE you cheating on any assignment (even for another class) I will give you a ZERO, report the incident to the other teacher as well as your Dean, parents and principal.
· Plagiarism, copying work from another source without giving proper credit, is completely unacceptable.
· If you plagiarize on any assignment, you will earn a ZERO on that assignment with no opportunity to make up that work for credit.

6. Use polite and appropriate language
· Offensive, derogatory, and profane terms will not be tolerated in this class.

· In order to have a safe environment where ALL students feel comfortable, no put downs, swear words, or slang words with demeaning connotation will be accepted.

· Remember, if you don’t have something nice to say, don’t say it at all!

7. Do you best work and turn it in on time
· All work must be done neatly and legibly to receive credit.
· Never turn in any assignment with “fringes” from a spiral notebook or you will earn a ZERO for that assignment. Likewise, bunched up, crinkled, sloppy work is unacceptable.
· If you miss class, then it is your responsibility to make-up missed work.
